The purposes of this research study were 1) to develop and to investigate the correspondence of

a indicator model of qualities of life on the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy of teachers under the Office of
the Basic Education Commission, 2) to compare between those primary and secondary teachers’ qualities of
life on the sufficiency economy philosophy, and 3) to compare quality of life on the Sufficiency Economy
Philosophy for the teachers under the Office of the Basic Education Commission among the dissimilar
regions. The participants of this study were 982 teachers. Those also consisted of 481 primary teachers and
501 secondary teachers. The research instruments were questionnaires and interviews of the specialists.
The collected data were analyzed through descriptive statistics, Pearson Correlation Analysis, Second Order
Confirmatory analysis, and ANOVA analysis.

The research findings were:

1. The outcome through Second Order Confirmatory Analysis of an indicator model for quality of life
on the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy of the teachers under the Office of the Basic Education Commission
were shown that there was a congruency to the empirical data ( ;(2= 224.998 p= 0.258, GFi= 0.984,
AGFI=0.969) There were among 0.600 - 0.908 positive values of 7 weight element indicators. The
professional practicality indicators had weight element values the highest, followed indicators of mind,
media and technology, natural resources and environment, sociality, health, and economy. The deviation of
the model could be explained as these percentage values: 82.9 %, 81.5%, 76.2%, 72.3%, 69.3%, 46.2%,
36.3%

2. The finding was demonstrated that both primary and secondary teachers’ qualities of life on thé
Sufficiency Economy Philosophy were in the intermediate ievel. There was not any differentiation at the
significant level of 0.05.

3. Through dividing to each region of the Kingdom, the result was illustrated that teachers in all
regions had the qualities of life on the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy in the intermediate ievel. The means
of qualities of life for the teachers in southern and northern regions were higher than the mean of qualities of

life for western at the significant level of 0.05.
