The study of Northem Thai attitude toward Burmese who stay in Thailand was the
combpination quantitative and qualitative research. it aimed to study the level of attitude and
factor affecting the Northern Thai attitude toward Burmese who stay in Thailand. This research
studied three groups of Burmese these were Burmese people, Burmese labors and Burmese
immigrants to investigate how Thai people had the attitude toward those Burmese groups and
which factor affected the attitude. This also explained what factor made attitude occur to Thai
people. It was the guantitative research from 625 people by muitistage sampling and collected
the data by using questionnaires, in the other hand, the qualitative research from 13 people by
specific sampling which the data collecting by in depth interview and evaluate together.

The result showed that the attitude of Northem Thai toward Burmese who stay in
Thailand was negative in all groups, which caused by national historical heritage in educational
institutes and socialization through the media. However, the result also showed the more Thai ‘

~ people have direct experience with the Burmese the more Thai attitude will be improve.

Factors affected the attitude variation toward three groups of Burmese were statistically
significant and inv accordance with the hypothesis by usiné simple regression analysis as follows;
firstly, Burmese people were age, education, income, occupation, living location, migration
experience and experience involving Burmese; secondly, Burmese labors were sex, ége,
education, income, occupation, migration experience and experience involving Burmese; lastly,
Burmese immigrants were sex, age, income, occupation and migration experience.

The analysis result of multiple regression and stepwise multiple regression showed
factors affecting the attitude variation toward three groups of Burmese were statistically
significant as follows; firstly, Burmese people were living location, experience involving Burmese,
living area, occupation and age; secondly, Burmese labors were experience involving Burmese,
occupation, living area and migration experience and lastly, Burmesé immigrants were living

area age, occupation and sex.
