This study aimed at studying students’ characteristics in discipline, strength,
accountable, courage, contribution, creative and equity. The population of this study were
classified into 3 groups. The first group was 50 students who finished the third year Reserve
Officers Training Corps Curriculum from the Chiang Mai Demonstration School, the second
group was 5 teachers and the third group was 50 parents. The methodology used for collecting
data were characteristics Test for students and questionnaires for teachers and parents.
Percentage, mean and Pearson's Correlation coefficient, F-test, t- test analyzed data.

The study findings presented students who studied the Reserve Officers Training
Corps Curriculum have developed all good characteristics in high level. Classifying the highest
level characteristics from three groups of key informants was contribution. From both teachers
and parents agreed that courage was the second level of characteristic.

The outcome of characteristic Test found that discipline was the second level but the
agreement from teachers and parents indicated discipline was the forth level.

For relations between any factors indicated that these students have strength, courage
and accountable at significant correlated with the desire for further study of this curriculum in
the forth to fifth year. The study achievement was low related correlation and not significantly
with any characteristic of the students. In addition, the study found significant related among
cach students® characteristics. The suggestion from parents was that this curriculum should

emphasis strong training in order to increase discipline.
