ABSTRACT

Aims of this thesis are 1) to study the following process of arts, status role of craftmen and
types of glass decoration between the end of Konbaung dynasty and the end of colonial days 2) to
study the status role of glass decoration in Myanmar socicty and culture between the end of
Konbaung dynasty and the end of colonial days 3) to study the process of social and cultural change
of Myanmar reflection to glass decoration in the end of Konbaung dynasty and the end of colonial
days

The result of this study pointed that glass decoration of Myanmar in tradition days was the
social product, closely related to the rulers showing the social status role according to religious ways.
This relationship clearly appeared in the end of Konbaung dynasty as the craftmen were under of
control of the rulers under the patronage system. Besides, there was the co-operation between local

and western technology especially the glass which was imported since the tradition days.

Though the monarch of Myanmar was collapsed in the colonial days, the glass decoration
still continued under the patronage of merchants who wanted to follow up the tradition arts of royal
courts and dedicated to the Buddhist faith. Myanmar glass decoration in this time varied in types,

colours, dimension, and designs, clearly reflected the western influence.
