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The objectives of this research were to investigate: 1) knowledge and
understanding on sufficiency economy theory of teachers and their applications of Border
Patrol Police school both inside and outside classroom in Chiang Rai province; 2) study on
knowledge and understanding on sufficiency economy theory of students and their both inside
and outside the classroom application in their house and community; 3) problems encountered in
the teaching management process about sufficiency economy program of Border Patrol Police
school in Chiang Rai province. This study used the purposive sampling method from 110
teachers and 286 sixth year elemenmatry school students of 12 Border Patrol Police schools in
Chiang Rai province. A set of questionnaire was used as atool for data collection. Obtained data
were analyzied by using frequency, mean, percentage, weight mean, and chi-square.

Results of the study indicated that most of teacher respondents were male with
an average age of 30-40 years old (94 percent), 89 percent of them were married. About 66
percent were undergraduates. Their average income were more than~12,000 baht/month (56
percent), had work experience of 10-20 years (48 percent). Most of students respondents were
female (58 percent), with an average age of 12-15 years old (92 percent), grade point average of
2.00-3.00 (70 percent), average number of family’s members was 4-5 persons (51 percent).

In addition, 89 percent of the teacher respondents had knowledge on sufficiency
economy at a high level and 81 percent of them also understand the theory of sufficiency
economy at a high level too. For student respondents, only 61 percent had good knowledge on
sufﬁciency economy and 44 percent understand rather well on sufficiency economy. The highly

significant factors affecting the teacher respondents knowledge were their education and
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experience, and the most significant factor affecting the understanding were experience. On the
other hand only sex was proved to have a highly significant factor affecting the student’s
knowledge. The findings of this study found that the majority of teacher respondents had
education was lower than Bachelor’s degree. They had work experience in remote areas which
they were accustom to simple life style. By that experience, they could do good adaptation from
their knowledge and understanding to the areas. Besides, most of male students had high
knowledge because the respondents belonged to Akha, Lisu and Lahoo hill tribes. Those hill tribe
groups had cultural community which was perpetuated that male had to have leadership and high
responsibility in the family. B

The finding of application of the theory showed that teacher respondents had
knowledge on how to apply the theory to their teaching management, self and families improving
as well as environmental development aspects (wms=2.41). For the student respondents, they
knew how to apply the theory to their study, royal project initiative, self and families improving,
community development as well as environmental development aspects (wms=2.43). As a whole,
both teacher and student respondents had a high level of the application of sufficiency economy
concept (wms=2.42) which conformed to the assumption of this study.

The findings of this study implied that both teacher and student respondents
agreed that because of lacking on personnel transfering knowledgé on sufficiency economy, the
problems on teaching management program were occurred. It was recommended that the director
of the Border Patrol Police school in Chiang Rai province should be more involved in knowledge
and understanding in sufficiency economy theory and they should find more resource persons
who specialise on sufficiency economy. Lastey, they should held the importance of sufficiency

economy more than ever.
