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The purpose of this qualitative research was to investigate daily role of Lisu male
and fermale of Baan Paekzam, Moo six, Piang Luang sub-district, Wiang Haeng district, Chiang
mai province. Data were collected by interviewing target families with the assistance of a Lisu
interpreter at the fist time and 3 interpreters at the second time. The third interview was conducted
by holding a forum discussing participated by village leaders and a representative of each target
family.

The gender role was investigated based on before and after the establishment of the
demonstration station and knoWledge transfer on agriculture; forestry ‘and environment at Baan
Packzam. Results of the study showed the following.

The results of this research according to the interviews can be summarized that
Lisu’s gender role in daily life at Ban Paekzam can be separated into two periods according to
their duty performances which can be categorized into five groups as follows; Regarding the
family aspect, women had roles and responsibilities in bringing up their éhildren, including the
domestic afféirs solely in the past. However, nowadays men and women take turn and assist one
another to do family works according to the situations. If men have to work outside, domestic
works are handled by women. In a similar way, if women are out to work, men can be responsible
for domestic chores likewise.

Regarding the economic aspect, in the past, men had to go out to work outside
home due to the limitation and inconvenience about the commute. Men had to bear the
responsibility to go out to eamn for the living for their families. Sometimes they had to travel a

very long distance to work so women had to stay home and do home chores. But nowadays
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working places are not that far and sometimes near their village, economic duties are therefore
changing since the employers provide works for both men and female labors. Duties and works in
the family now consequently depend on who is employed to work outside, so the other can do
family works as a replacement at home.

Regarding the social aspect in the community, leadership is still belonging to men.
Lisu society still respects and believes that men must be leaders in every aspect, i.e. making a
development, setting up rules and regulations. Men had responsibilities to make decision and run
the whole process, both inside and outside the community.

Regarding religions, beliefs, and cultural aspects, the Lisu still trust and give
authority to men to decide in most situations. At present, there have been more discussions within
the families which therefore women’s point of views are also listened and considered. However,
men have to decide and run further steps according to the culture of the community.

Regar&ing the demonstration station and transferring knowledge in agriculture,
forestry, and environment according to the Royal initiative Ban Packzam people in the community
accept that it is the main economic source of them to work to earn for their living of their families.
It is also where techniques of different knowledge such as planting, harvesting, packaging before
transportation are taught and learned. People in the community sfarted acquiring skills and bring
them back more to use in their every day life. People are advised and supported to look after their

health regularly. They also started to feel increasingly connected and feel close to the station
