In aim producing qualified okra of fresh green pods for exporting, an
improvement of okra trials was conducted during the 2001 to 2004, at Maejo university,
Chiang Mai. As a result of the'study, two okra cultivars were registered to the University

Plant Improvement Committee, which are namely: " Maejo 70 Years Anniversary” and

Maejo 49 Alumni Pride”. In both of which, the pod have five dark green ridges, motrover,
they hold high tolerance to yollow vein virus and are considered as high-yield cultivars. The
maijor difference ?s that " Maejo 70 Years Anniversary”is tall than another one. It is

suggested that these two products are potential for green fresh pod export market.
