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A qualitative research on the process of sufficiency economy movement was
conducted at Ban Tad Serm, Ban Muang sub - district, Sangkom district, Nongkhai province.
The objectives was to evaluate sufficiency economy movement of the farmer group. This
research comprised 3 stages: 1) pre - project evaluation; 2) project evaluation; and 3) conclusion
of project evaluation.

Ban Tad Serm was under the responsibility of the Mobile Development Unit 25 on
the project of sufficiency economy villages aiming at poverty alleviation. Fifteen agricultural
households participated in the project based on the 9 participatory activities of learning process.
Results of the study revealed that there were changes in terms of the philosophy of sufficiency
economy as follows: 1) farmers had an increase of income, decrease of expensenses, and food
stability, 2) farmers grouped themselves for the exploitation of local wisdom and self - reliance,
3) farmers made use of existing local natural resources by producing organic manures from
agricultural by - products; and 4) the managerial administration of the farmer group was in the
form of top - down management. It was also found that the 9 participatory activities conformed
to needs of the farmer group in the following aspects: cattle rearing, swine rearing, native poultry
rearing, pond, structure organic manure production, banana planting, and fish culture. However,
the following did not conform to the topographic conditions: 1) fish pond digging, 2) policy
implementation should conform to needs of farmers; and 3) adaptation of details in the project
implementation. All of these should be improved for the benefits of the farmer group.

In conclusion, the process of sufficiency economy movement would be better if
there is an investigation on the details of the participatory activities which response to the needs
of farmer group and suit to the topographic conditions. Besides, the farmer group should be
encouraged to participate in the project more than ever together with the awareness on ethics and ’

moral value.
