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The objectives of this study were to find out 1) sosio-economic characteristics and
background of prisoners before crime passing in Chiangmai Central Prison 2) attitudes and needs
of prisoners in short course training on agriculture of before crime passing. Data were collected
by using questionnaires distributed to 150 samples of 240 random peoples and analyzed by the
statistical package for the social sciences research.

The findings showed that the respondents were 32 years old on average, primary
and secondary school graduates, imprisoned 42 years on average because of narcotic. The
respondents had royal confer to crime passing once. They perceived agricultural information
through agricultural magazine or journal. Some of them used to hire-workers and the rest used to
be farmers with an experience in farming for 13 years on average.

The respondents who used to be a farmer held the land area of 9 ria on average.
Most of them had never attended traini:;g on animal raising, crop growing and sufficient
economic. However, they had experience in training for 2.16 times on average and period of day
in admition about agricultural 3.03 times per day on average.

It was also found that the respondents had a high level of needs in agricultural
training; particularly on horticulture, agronomy, fisheries, animals and product processing. In the
case of the respondents’ attitudes toward agricultural training, it was found that they agreed to the

training; particularly on suggestions, public relations, and the selection of participants.
