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This study on patterns of welfare management for The Sukhumvit 93 Housing
Cooperatives aimed to investigate; 1) the personal and economic characteristics of the Sukhumvit
93 Housing Cooperatives 2) the former and additional welfare management, and 3) problems
about formatting the patterns of welfare management and its suggestions and guidelines for
problem-solving.

The data in this study were collected from the Housing Cooperative board,
Housing Cooperative management and Housing Cooperative members and were then analysed
using the Statistical Package for Social Sciences (SPSS/PC") for percentage, frequency and mean.
The resﬁlts were as follows;

Most of cooperative members were female, aged 40-49 years and 42 years old in
average. The majority of them had high school education, were married and their membership
status was 6-10 years,

Most of cooperative members had 4-6 members in household. For their careers, it
was found that most of cooperative members worked as employees. The average household
income was 158,953 Baht per year.

Their household expenditure and food was 89, 595 Baht in average per year. And
the net income after deducting other expenditures was 12, 938 Baht per year.

Welfare was sufficiently provided for the cooperative members in terms of public
utility, educational training, health and sanitation or medical service. Welfare was insufficiently
~ provided for them in terms of occupational promotion, sports facilities, nursery, playground and
park. The things that they demanded to add were better water quality, road, electricity, water
supply, wastewater treatment system, bridge, medicine, diagnosis service, public spaces for
multiple purposes, nursery, toys, playgrounds, park and sports facilities.

The village lacked budget for infrastructure quality improvement. Members in
Khu - Khlong Sib neighborhood lived so far from the hospital. The members lacked knowledge in
goods producing and many products did not meet the market demand. There was no nursery in
the neighborhood, no space for children, and there was no public area for relaxing and exercising
of the members.

The patterns of welfare management provided for the cooperative members should
be the patterns that the community could manage by themselves and facilitate them in overall; all
the members could participate in arranging these welfare activities, and should be covered all the
members in different age groups ranging from children, teenagers, working persons to elderly

persons.
