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The study on factors effecting the household bookkeeping’s clients of Bank for
Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperative, Bang Nam Preow Branch aimed to investigate:
1) personal factors of the BAAC’s clients and persons who participated in household
bookkeeping of the BAAC, 2) clients” methods of bookkeeping and household bookkeeping, 3)
factors effecting the household bookkeeping of the BAAC’s clients, and 4) problems encountered
and recommendations in household bookkeeping of the BAAC’s clients.

The data in this study were collected from 240 farmers who were the clients of the
Bank for Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperatives, Bang Nam Preow Branch Chachoengsao
Province. The collected data were then analized by using the Statistical Package for Social
Sciences (SPSS/PC’) to find percentage, frequency and arithmetic mean. The results were as the
following.

Most of the respondents were male of 51-60 years old of age and married. They
finished primary school and had 4-5 family members. They earned 203, 899 baht per household
per year from agricultural sector. Except for the non-agricultural sector, the income was obtained
from working as employee, 109,677 Baht per household per year. Their expense for agricultural
sector per year was 181,944 baht from cultivating rice paddies. Their expense for non-agricultural
sector were 58, 558 per household per year.

Most of the respondents remarked that the BAAC’S staff involved had arranged
the meeting for 87.9 % of them to be informed about the household bookkeeping project and this

made them be able to record their household bookkeeping correctly. Then the BAAC’s staff
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provided 87.5% of the respondents the household bookkeeping training and this made the
respondents be able to record their household bookkeeping less correctly. Most of the respondents
remarked the BAAC’s staff had demonstrated 90.4 % of them how to record the bookkeeping.
Consequently, the respondents record their household bookkeeping moderately correctly. Most of
the farmers informed that the teachers ‘A’ and ‘B’, and accountant volunteers examined and
monitored the household bookkeeping record of 82.9% of the respondents and this made the
farmers be able to record household bookkeeping moderately correctly. The BAAC’s staff
promoted 96.3% of recording the household bookkeeping and this made them be able to record
the household bookkeeping moderately correctly.

Most of the respondents recorded the household keeping by themselves; they
recorded only the important items and did it once a week. By the time, the respondents never
summarized the total of the income and the payment after the recording on the houschold book
keeping. Most of farmers summarized the total income and payment on the household book
keeping every month; it was found that the total payment was higher than the total income after
summarizing the total sum. They never rechecked their payment on their household bookkeeping.
Most of the respondents could not consider the payment as being necessary, unnecessary, and
extravagant. They had their savings after recording their payment on their household bookkeeping
and summarizing the total.

Sex, highest educational attainment, project meeting, household bookkeeping
training by the BAAC’s staff, the demonstration of recording on household bookkeeping, and the
examination and monitoring by the teachers ‘A’ and ‘B, and volunteers affected the recording of
household bookkeeping significantly (P> 0.05). It was found that age, family status, family
members, income and expense of the respondents and public relation did not affect recording on
household bookkeeping.

The most serious problems, obstacles and suggestions were that, the farmers
thought it was unpleasant task to record the household bookkeeping (income — expense). Besides,
they neglected the importance and benefit of recording the household bookkeeping, and they

could not record any items on household bookkeeping because they were illiterate.
