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The purposes of this study were to study the potential in accordance with the
indicator of the standard on the establishment of home stay accommodation in Chiangsaen
Municipality, Chiangsaen District, Chiangrai Province, which was compared with the indicator of
the standard of home stay accommodation of the Bureau of Tourism Development, Ministry of
Tourism and Sports, and to find out the desired characteristics of homestay accommodation in
Chiangsaen Municipality. Respondents in this study included 50 heads of families by purposive
sampling who were ready to prepare home stay accommodation in Chiangsaen Municipality. The
tool used for data collecting was evaluation forms obtained from the indicator of the standard of
home stay accommodation of the Bureau of Tourism Development, Ministry of Tourism and
Sports. Data about the desired characteristics of home stay accommodation in Chiangsaen
Municipality were obtained from 42 Thai tourists and 42 Foreign tourists through quota
sampling. The tool for data collecting was questiénnaires which passed content validity and
objectivity tests. The data were collected during July — September 2007 and analyzed by using
the statistical package for Social Science Program.

Results of the study on heads of families revealed that most of the respondents
were tradesmen having the average monthly income of 6,030 baht. They had 4 family members
on average. For the potential in the establishment of home stay accommodation in Chiangsaen
Municipality, it was found that the respondents had a very high level of potential in the
accommodation and environmént. They also had a high level of potential in food and nutrition,
safety, tourism activities and added value. However, it was found that the respondents must
improve their readiness, management and marketing promotion.

For the social — economics characteristics of the respondents who were Thai
tourists, it was found that most of them were female, average age of 29 years old, and hold a
bachelor degree. They were company employees and students and their average monthly income
was 18,023 baht. Most of the respondents lived in Bangkok and they had a high level of
requirement for home stay accommodation, safety, management, tourism activities, added value,
marketing promotion and environment. However, it was found that they had a moderate level of -
preference in food and nutrition. ‘ ‘

In case of social — economics characteristics of the respondents who were
* foreign tourists, it was found that most of them were male, average age of 33 years old,
undergraduate students and retires. They had an average monthly income of 55,119 baht. Most of
them lived in France and the Netherlands. They had a high level of requirement in hdmestay
accommodation, safety, management, tourism activities and mérketing promotion. However, it
was found that they had a moderate level of preference in food and nutrition, added valve and

environment.
