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The objectives of this research were to investigate: 1) the cooperative activities
performance of Ban Laokokhungsawang school; 2) the relavance of Ban Laokokhungsawang
school’s cooperative activities to the Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy; and 3) the cooperative
members’ satisfaction with the activities of Ban Laokokhungsawang school cooperatives.

The secondary data were collected from the documents and reports of the
cooperative activities and the primary data were collected by using questionnaires distributed to
226 cooperative members. The obtained data were analyzed for finding frequency, percentage,
mean and weight mean.

Results of the study revealed that the cooperative activities were performed in
completed activities consisting of saving, manufacturing encouragement and marketing activites.
The guidelines to perform activities was by using a primary school textbook named “Studying
and Teaching Cooperative activity manual for primary school in the year 1984”. The co-operative
consumers were used as a core to encourage the 3 activities moving forward at the same time.
There were two commissions in the cooperative administration structure. One was called advisory
commission that comprised two advisory committees. Another was called management
commission that comprised twenty-five management committees. There were 25 sub-
commissions responsible for the cooperative activities. The management commission that
responded the cooperative activities consisted of 1 manager and 24 student members being
selected to work in the cooperative shop.

For the relevance of the school cooperatives to the Philosophy of Sufficiency

Economy, it was found that the idea and logic to bring the cooperative activities to be the center
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of the community’s economic problem solving by using concerned people’ knowledge. The
activity performance was operated step by step by means of the cooperative method in accordance
with the determination of the Office of the National Elementary Education, including the co-
operation and willingness of community’s members. These were the ways of social immuned
building which included the relationship among houses, temples and schools. These was done by
using a temple as the community center and also used an abbot of Ban Laokokhungsawang
temple as a moral leader and development. Consequently, people in the community followed
Buddhist teaching to support and liven up lives.

Results of the study also revealed that teacher respondents were satisfied with
the cooperative’s activities a high level of satisfaction with the weight mean score (WMS) of
4.12. It was found that the teacher respondents had a highest level of satisfaction on activities of
the cooperatives shop and followed by the success of the project (WMS = 4.39 and 4.36,
respectively). They had a high level of satisfaction on saving activities (WMS = 4.12) and a
moderate level on production promotion activities (WMS = 3.29). Based on student respondents,
as a whole it was found that they had a highest level of satisfaction on services of cooperatives
activities (WMS = 4.24). It was found that they also had a highest level of satisfaction on saving
activities, cooperatives shop activities, and the success of the project (WMS = 4.50, 4.36, and
4.25, respectively). This was followed by a high level of satisfaction on services of cooperative
activities (WMS = 3.83). In the case of people in the community, as a whole, it was found that
they had a high level of services of cooperative activities (WMS = 4.30). It was also found that
they had a highest level of satisfaction on the success of the project, cooperative shop activities,
and saving activities (WMS = 4.53, 4.36, and 4.31, respectively). A high satisfaction level was
found on production activities (WMS = 3.79).

This study suggested that the cooperatives should serve its members every day
and public relation media should be prepared to encourage members to participate in the
cooperative business. Besides, adequate materials and equipment should be provided to meet the
needs of cooperative members. Training an cooperative knowledge should be held for teachers
and students. This could be done by the coordination with alliance networks of the cooperatives.

Besides, concerned parties like the Bank for Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperatives should

extend knowledge on cooperatives to educational institution having cooperative activities for

development.
