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This research was to study the exposure to the media, and attitude and opinion on
February 6“', 2005, general election. The data were collected from the sample of 914 youths in
Nakorn Rajasima Province, using the test constructed and tested for validity and reliability by the
researcher. The collected data were analyzed in terms of percentage, means, standard deviation,
and mean difference tests. The findings reveal that the exposure to media on the general election
of the youths in Nakorn Rajasima was mostly through the television was at much level. The
exposure through other media radio, newspaper, cutout/banner, poster, leaflets/brochures, and
internet/websites was at moderate level. The exposure through journal/magazine and sticker was
at minimal level. The exposure through personal media such as parents/relatives/siblings was at
high level. Exposure to other personal media such as peers, teachers, and the election committee
members was at moderate level.

Regarding the attitude towards the general election, it was found that the youths in
Nakon Rachasima Province, in general, had knowledge and understanding on the general
election at high and very much agreeing levels, respectively. The youths had actual behavior
concerning the general election at high level. When compared by some demographic variables, it
was found that gender, age, income, family size, and domicile were related to knowledge and
understanding. Income, family size, and domicile were related to opinion on the general election.

Gender, age, family size, and domicile were related to the practice regarding the general election.
