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The purposes of this study were to investigate the following :1) the socio-
demographic characteristics of visitors visiting the Huay Hong Khrai Royal Development Study
Center ; 2) the purpose of visitors visiting Huay Hong Khrai Royal Development Study Center ;
3) the levels of visitors’ knowledge and understanding in the King’s Initiative of Huay Hong
Khrai Royal Development Study Center ; and 4) a comparative study on the level of knowledge
and understanding of visitors through various types of learning media and activities based on
visitors’ socio-demographic characteristics. Data were obtained from 336 visitors visiting Huay
Hong Khrai Royal Development Study Center through quota sampling. Questionnaire was used
asa tool for data collection and Statistical Program for the Social Science was used to analyze
ﬁle results of the study.

The results of the study revealed that the majority of the respondents were male,
an average age of 38, and bachelor’s degree holders. Most of the respondents were government
officials and state enterprise employees with an average monthly income of 10,448 baht. Almost
the same proportion of visitors came from the North and the Central parts of Thailand. More than
half of the respondents had never visited the Huay Hong Khrai Royal Development Study Center
They visited the center for educational tours through words of mouths. They also obtained
additional information from televisions that influenced them to visit the center.

In case of the efficiency of the media and activities and level of knowledge and
understanding on the King’s Initiative Royal Project, it was found that the respondents had
knowledge and understanding in a “high” level based on 6 types of learning media: interpretation

signs, resource persons of the center, demonstration areas, printed materials, exhibitions and

audio visual equipment. There was no significant difference found on the level of knowledge and
understanding among the respondents with different sex, age, education attainment and incomes.
However, there were significant difference found on interpretation sign among the respondents
with different ages, the demonstration areas and printed materials among the respondents with

different educational attainment.
