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The purposes of this study were to investigate the components and
characteristics of communication Poysanglong festival in Chiangmai province.The target groups
in this study were people concerned with the Poysanglong festival held at Paa Pao temple,
Sriphoom sub-district, Muang district, Chiangmai province. Data collection was conducted
through related documents and indepth-interviews among groups of lay people and monks living
in Paa Pao temple, Watt Paa Pao community, Tai Yai community, and local government officials.
Discriptive statistics was used for analyzing and synthesisng the obtained data.

Results of the study revealed the following:

1. General characteristics of the target group respondents were:

1.1 Group of Papao temple respondents were abbot,monks,novices,and
organizers of the temple and charity activities. The youngest of this group was 15 years old
whereas the oldest was 60 years old. Their educational attainment levels ranged from lower
secondary school to upper secondary school. They had participated in Poysanglong festival for
5-50 years.

1.2 Group of Watt Paa Pao community consisted of the community president
and community members,aged between 27-42 years old. They were teachers and hired workers
and their educational attainment were upper secondary school and bachelor’s degree. They had
participated in Poysanglong festival for 10 and 8 years, respectively.

1.3 Group of Tai Yai consisted of 2 Tai Yai males, and 4 Tai Yai females.
Their occupations were traders and hired workers. They had participated in Poysanglang festival

for 8 years, 5 years, 3 years, and 2 years, respectively.
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1.4 Group of local government officials consisted of 2 supervisors who
were masteral degree holder and bachelor’s degree holder. They had participated in Poysanglong
festival for 12 years and 7 years, respectively.
2. Communication components for maintaining Poysanglong festival were as
follows:

2.1 Message senders aiming to maintain Poysanglong festival were monks,
novices, temple organizers, groups of Paa Pao temple, Watt Paa Pao community, Tai Yai, and
government sectors in Chiangmai municipality

2.2 The messages sent to receivers aiming to maintain Poysanglong festival
were about background and form of Poysanglong festival, as well as the value of the festival.
2.3 Communication channels which message senders used for sending the
message for maintaining Poysanglong festival were the following:
2.3.1 Formal communication channels were having a meeting to
prepare for the festival activities, non-formal education, and advertisement.
2.3.2 Informal communication channels were sharing ideas within the
family, temple and partipating in Paysonglong festival.
2.4 Message receivers about Poysanglong festival were groups of Paa Pao
Temple, Tai Yai and local people of Chiangmai.
3. Participation of concerned people in Poysanglong festival were:

3.1 Paa Pao temple, Watt Paa Pao community, and Tai Yai had participated
in planning and being responsible for the preparation of the festival.

3.2 Paa Pao temple, Watt Paa Pao community and Tai Yai had participated
in all steps of the festival preparation implementation.

3.3 Paa Pao temple and Tai Yai helped maintain the festival and used their
budget for building public building in the temple such as restrooms.

3.4 Paa Pao temple had participated in the assessment of the festival for the

improvement of the next Poysanglong festival.
