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Clients admitted in the private ward at Phichit Hospital mostly are those with Diabetes
Mellitus (DM), hypertension, and gastrointestinal diseases. Nursing personnel must spend most
of their nursing time to provide care for these particular clients. However, there is no reported
cost of the nursing activity provision for them. This study, therefore, aimed to analyze the cost of
nursing activities for these 3 groups of clients. This study was conducted during July 15, 2004 to
September 15, 2004. During the period of the study there were 22 clients admitted in the studied
ward; 6 had DM, 10 had hypertension and 6 had gastrointestinal diseases; and 9 nursing
personnel including 5 professional nurses and 4 nurse aides, responsible for nursing care. The
instruments used in this study included a dictionary regarding nursing activities for clients with
DM, hypertension, and gestrointestinal diseases; the record forms for the data of labour cost,
capital cost, material cost, and time spent in nursing activities; and a digital clock. The study was
conducted based on 4 operational steps introduced by Kaplan and Cooper. The results of the data
analyses revealed that the cost of the overall nursing activity for the clients with diabetes was
1,384.05 Baht; that for hypertension clients was 957.75 Baht; and that for those with
gastrointestinal diseses was 270.64 Baht. The nursing administrators can use the results of this
study as the data bases for determinig the price of the nursing activities, work assignment, and

operational budgetting for the private ward at Phichit Hospital in the future.
