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The purpose of the independent studv was to study the cost and the returns on the
investment of Plastic Woven Chair’s Product Development Group in Baan Ma. Tambon Lampang
Luang, Amphoe Ko Kha, Changwat Lampang.

The instrument utilized for data collection was the questionnaire for 69 villagers of
Tambon Lampang Luang. They were interviewed and did questionnaire. Plastic woven chairs
were classified by size which were size 10 inches, 12 inches high, size 12 inches low size 14
inches high and size 14 inches low. The average variable costs cf products per item were B35.28
for size 10 inches, B43.28 for 12 inches high. B45.92 for 12 inches low, B 53.02 for size 14
inches. The net profit of the product per year were as follow; size 10 inches was B335,946, size
12 inches high was B255.091.20. size 12 inches low was B156,366, size 14 inches high was
B185.982.10 and size 14 inches low was B180.886.70. It was found that the ratio of net profit and
total cost of the plastic woven chairs were as tollow: size 10 inches was 13.34 %, size 12 inches
high was 15.53 %, size 12 inches low was 8.89%. size 14 inches high and low were 13.16%. The
ratio of net profit and total revenue were as follow; size 10 inches was 11.80%, size 12 inches
high was 13.44%, 12 inches low was 8.16% and size 14 inches high and low were 11.63%.

Problems found in producing the plastic woven chairs were the shortage of raw material

sources, obsolete tools and equipment and production procedures causing a slower production in

mass, lack of the technicians and under the standard of production.
