The objectives of this study were 1) to analyze people’s attit'uIc:es and needs of Tha
Wang Tan diversion dam project construction and the desire of the people to participate in the
project; 2) to compare people’s attitudes, nceds of the project construction, and the desire of the
people to participate in the project in 3 irrigated areas as follows: Tha Sala weir, Nong Pueng weir
and Tha Wang Tan weir; and 3) to specify faciors relating to people’s attitudes, needs of the project
construction, and the desire of the people to participate in the project.

The data were collected by questionnaires from 335 people samples living in 3 irrigated
arcas: Tha Sala weir (115 persons), Nong Pueng weir (127 persons) and Tha Wang Tan weir (93
persons). Data were analyzed by Statistic Packages for Social Sciences Program: SPSS Version 11.0.
Statistics used in this study included frequency distribution, percentage, arithmetic mean, standard
deviation, one-sample t test, single-factor analysis of variance and correlation coefficient.

The results can be summarized as follows:

1) People’s positive attitudes towards the project, needs of the project construction,
and the desire to participate in the project were at a high level.

2) People’s attitudes, needs of the project construction, and the desire to participate in
the project in 3 irrigated areas: Tha Sala weir, Nong Pueng weir and Tha Wang Tan weir were
different,

3) People’s living condition factors including farm holding land, water user group
Membership, public relations and information sources were not related to the people’s attitudes,

ds of the project construction, and the desire to participate in the project.

4) People’s living condition factors including expected benefits, experience on flood
and drought and relationship with village leaders were all related to the people’s attitudes and the
desire to participate in the project.

5) People’s living condition factors including expected benefits were related to the
people’s needs of the project construction.

6) People’s attitudes were positively related to their needs of the project construction at
a high level; but were negatively related to their desire fo participate in the project at a low level.

7) People’s needs of the project construction were negativeiy related to their desire to
paticipate in the project at a low level.

The recommendations from this research included: 1) the study should cover all area
throughout Chiang Mai o know the project’s impact; 2) the project should present diversified
diversion dams and project sites to people for their decision making; and 3) the pioblems and

obstacles of project management should be studied.
