The objectives of this rescarch were 1) To study the attitude of the commissioned police
officers towards the establishment of the Department of Special Investigation 2) To study the
relationship between their personal characteristics and their attitude towards the establishment of the
Department and 3) To make suggestions in improving the Bill of Special Investigation.

Purposive sampling method was used to collect quantitaiive data, through closed-ended
quesitonnaire, from 160 commissioned police officers in Mueang district, Chiang Mai province. The
data were then processed with the use of SPSS for Windows computer program. Statistical data
analysis involved frequency, percentage and mean.

The findings were:

Most respondents agreed with the establishment of the Department of Special Investigation.
However, there remained some disagreement in the following matters: the overlapping dutics with the
Office of National Police, the unclear standard of the cases for special investigation, the over-
¢mpowering of the Special Investigation officers which might encroach upon the freedom of people
according to the constitution, the over-budgeting, and ‘he over payroll to the Special Investigation

officers which would be impartial to other agencies.
