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The purposes of this research are: 1) to develop the local culture instructional model based on Scaffolded
Reading Experience approach; and 2} to evaluate the quality of the developed- instructional model by comparing the
students' English reading comprehension ability and their attitude towards locai culture before and after taking the
local culture instructional model based on Scaffolded Reading Experience approach.

The research procedure was divided into 3 phases. The first phase was to develop the local culture
instructional model based on Scaffolded Reading‘Experience approach. The second phase was to construct the
research instruments. The third phase was to evaluate the quality of the developed instructional model by
implementing with 40 English program students at Nakhon Ratchasima Rajabhat University. The samples were
purposively selected from the second year undergraduate English program students. The research instruments
were the Test of English as a Foreign Language section 3: Reading Comprehension and the Local Culture Attitude
Test. The duration of experiment was 10 weeks with three hours per week. The data were analyzed using t-test.

The findings of this study were as follows:

1. The locat culture instructional model based on Scaffolded Reading Experience approach has 2 phases:
the Planning and the Implementation. The Planning phase concerns with students, texts and reading purposes.

The Implementation phase consists of 3 main instructional activities. Pre-reading activities consists of 1) motivating
and setting purposes for reading, 2) activating. prior knowledge and building background knowledge, 3) presenting
local culture and 4) suggesting strategies. During-reading activities consists of 1) reading to students 2) guided
reading, 3) silent reading and 4) checking comprehension. Post-reading activities consists of 1) sharing and
leamning, 2) concluding, 3) making applications and 4) assessment.

2. The evaluation of the local culture instructional model based on Scaffolded Reading Experience
approach revealed that;

2.1 After taking the developed instructional model, the post-test mean scores of students’ English
reading comprehension ability were higher than their pre-test mean scores at the significant level of 0.01.

2.2 After taking the developed instructional model, the post-test mean scores of students’ English
reading comprehension ability were higher than their pre-test mean scores at least 19 percent by the full score.

2.3 After taking the developed instructional model, the post-test mean scores of students’ attitude

were higher than their pre-test mean scores at the significant level of 0.01.
