ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to compare 1) the pre-test and post-test
academic achievements of language and culture for the students with folk song
integrated learning management; 2) the pre-test and post-test academic achievements of
language and culture with traditional teaching technique; 3) academic achievement of
language and culture of the students using folk song integrated learning management
and traditional teaching technique. The sample were 60 mathayomsuksa 5 students at
Bang Pla Ma “Sungsumarn Phadungwit’” school, Bang Pla Ma District, Suphan Buri
Province in the first semester of 2014 academic year, obtained by group sampling 2
classrooms from seven classrooms. The instruments used in this research were 1) five lesson
plans for folk songs integrated learning management 2) the lesson plans teacher’s
traditional teaching technique, 3) a achievement test of learning language and culture
4) a satisfaction evaluation toward folk song integrated learning and traditional learning
method. Data were analyzed using mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The findings showed that:

1. Students’ academic achievement of language and culture after use folk
songs integrated learning management was higher than before used it at the stratistical
significant level of .05.

2. Students’ academic achievement of language and culture after use
traditional teaching technique was higher than before used it at the stratistical significant

level of .05.



3. Students’ academic achievement of language and culture after use folk
songs integrated learning management was higher than use traditional teaching
technique at the stratistical significant level of .05.

4. The satisfaction of the students toward folk songs integrated learning
management were significantly higher than traditional teaching technique at the .05

level.
