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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to: 1) develop a curriculum of ASEAN
Studies on the topic entitled, “National Dishes of ASEAN”, Career and Technology Strand
Group, for upper secondary school students in Sodsuksa School (School for the Deaf);
2) compare the learning achievement of the students between on national dishes of
ASEAN before and after learning; 3) study the students’ cooking skills in national
dishes of ASEAN and 4) study the students’ attitude towards the curriculum of ASEAN
Studies on the topic entitled, “National Dishes of ASEAN”. The research sample
consisted of 30 Matthayomsuksa 4-6 students, who volunteered to participate in
the study, from Panlert School for the Deaf, Lop Buri Province during the first
semester of the academic year 2015. The research instruments were:
1) a curriculum of ASEAN Studies on the topic entitled, “National Dishes of ASEAN”, 2) an
interview on the requirement of the course, 3) an achievement test on national dishes of
ASEAN with a reliability value of 0.884, 4) an evaluation form on skills in cooking
ASEAN dishes and 5) an assessment form on attitude towards the curriculum with a
reliability value of 0.712. Data were analyzed in terms of mean, standard deviation,
content analysis, and t-test.

Findings showed that:

1. The developed curriculum of ASEAN Studies on the topic entitled,
“National Dishes of ASEAN”, Career and Technology Strand Group, for upper secondary
school students in Sodsuksa School (School for the Deaf) consisted of these components,

principles, goals, structure, course description, scope of contents, study time, guidelines for



managing learning activities, media, materials and equipments, measurement and evaluation,
and lesson plans.

2. The students’ learning achievement on national dishes of ASEAN was
higher after learning (p<.05).

3. Overall, the students’ skills in cooking national dishes of ASEAN were at a good
level.

4. Overall, the students’ attitude towards the curriculum was at a high level.
