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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research, were {1) to study the debt situation of the police
families under the responsibility of the Provincial Police Office, region 5, (2) to conduct a needs
assessment for supplementary income generating of their families, and (3) to suggest some guidelines
for promoting their families to generate supplemeniary income.

The population of this research consisted of 353 police families under the responsibility
of the Provincial Police Office, region 5. A multi-stage stratified and cluster randem sampling technique
was applied for the sample selection. Samples were divided into 2 groups: (1) 154 samples by simple
random sampling technique, and (2) 20 samples by purposive random sampling technique. Data were
collected from the first group by through a set of questionnaires, and through the second group focus
group discussion, which was identified as the key informants. The coliected data were analyzed by the
use of Statistical Package for the Social Sciences (SPSS) is frequency distribution, percentage,
arithmetic means, standard deviation, and descriptive grouping,.

The results of the research were as follows.

Most samples were males, aged between 31-35 years old, married, and hiving with 5-7
family members. Most of them completed Bachelor degrees. Their debts derived from their families’
expenditures, which were larger than their incomes were not sufficient for the expenditures. The Police
Saving Cooperatives were the main source of loans. This research found that the sampies attempted to
solve their current debt problem by reducing their family expenditures within their families. At the time

being, there were a small number of additional occupations to supplement their ordinary incomes.
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The research found that they wanted to form occupational groups, acquire knowledge
and expertise regarding supplementary jobs, get access to loans and market share, and get supports from
the government, the private sector, and especially their superiors.

Some guidelines of supplementary occupations for additional income generating were
to conduct more needs assessment of the police samples and their expectations in order to set a business

plan such as food and catering, dress making, and ornament making for instance.
