The objectives of this research were to study 1) the knowledge and
understanding of Chiang Mai Province politicians in the criminal trial process of
political officers, 2) the interest of these politicians in the verdicts of the Supreme
Court criminal division of politicai officers, and 3) the opinion of these polilicians
on the verdicts of the Supreme Courl.

A questionnaire (open - and closed — ended questicns) was used to gather
primary data from 400 politicians at national, provincial, and local levels. Statistical
analysis involved frequency, percentage, and mean.

The findings were:

1) The respondents’ knowledge and understanding as well as their interest,
in the checking system and in the trial of political officers by independent
organization were moderate.

2) Most respendents had a positive attitude towards the Supreme Court

verdicts and agreed with the trial system.
