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Abstract
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The research titled “Attitude of Chiang Mai People Towards the Death Penalty” was the
attitude study of the peoplc tow ards the death penalty aud the method of the execution according to
the criminal law. The objectives of the research were to know the attitude of the people towards the
death penalty and the method cf the execution as well as to study the impact of personal
characteristics in relation to the attitude of the people towards the method of execution and the death
penalty of the severe criminals.

The information for this research was gathered from 355 people by employing a set of
questionnaire which consisted of general basic questions, the attitudes towards the death penalty, the

attitude towards the death penalty in the criminal law as well as the attitude in relation to appropriate

methods of the execution.
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The result of the research revealed that the majority of people agreed with the criminal law
that employed the death penalty as the highest punishment. The people also agrecd that the death
penalty should apply injection or poison which complied to the hypothesis of this research.

The author would like to suggest in this research so that the punishment would be more
appropriate as follows:

1. According to the moral, police, advocates, attorneys, and judges should attend the moral
training to install the public value, the neutrality as well as the transparency of the official works
continuously during the period of the operation .

2. According tc the qualification and the appropriation, ir doing the cases thai the law
employed the death penalty as the highest punishment:

2.1 The rank of the police has to be higher than licutenant colonel and the police should
work in a committee of no less than 3 persons,

2.2 The advocates shou!d have more than 10 years of experience.

2.3 The attorneys should have more than 10 years of experience.

2.4 The judges should have more than 10 years of experience, and one should be older
than 40 years. The judgement should be made in a committee of no less than 3 persons.

3. In the effectiveness of the judgement of the criminal law that the highest punishment was

the death penalty.
3.1 Atthe police stage:

1) In issuing the warrant of arrest, the attorney must approve the warrant of arrest

before issuing.

2) The allowance of bailing out should be made in the case that the crimes were

done accidentally.

3) There should be the amendment of the law according to the arrest of the
suspect, the arrest should be made for only 24 hours instead of 48 hours.

4) The arrest of the suspect should be made only in a jail.

S) the attorney should attend every examination, which should be doae throuch

the committee; furthermore, attormeys should be the person who holds the highest position of

judgement,
6) the advocates should attend every examination and advocates have their rights

to give suggestion in every stage of the examination.
