The objectives of this quantitative research on “One Tambon One Product”
project were: 1) to study the people’s attitude towards the policy formulation of the project,
2) to study the people’s attitude towards the policy implementation, 3) to study the needs of
the people in the implementation of the project and, and 4) to suggest the improvement of the
project.

A closed - ended questionnaire was used to collect data from 368 people of
various occupations. Data analysis involved both univariate and bivariate statistical methods.

The findings were:

1. In general, the respondents’ attitude towards the project was quite positive.
Factors influencing the differences in the attitude were education, income, occupation and

involvement in the project.

2. The respondents’ attitude towards the policy formulation of the project was
quite positive. Factors influencing the differences in the attitude were education, income, and
involvement in the project.

3. The respondents’ attitude towards the implementation of the project was quite
positive. Factors influencing the differences in the attitude were education, income,
occupation and involvement in the project.

4. The respondents’ attitude towards the evaluation of the project was quite
positive. Factors influencing the differences in the attitude were education, income,

occupation and involvement in the project.
