The objectives of the study of the attitudes of people towards debt moratorium for
small-scale farmers’ project in Nong Chang Khun sub-district, Mueang Lamphun district,
Lamphun province are: to study attitudes of people towards debt moratorium for small-scale
farmer projects in 6 villages in Nong Chang Khun sub-district, Mueang Lamphun district,
Lamphun province; to identify the problems and tc examine, both directly and indirectly, the
obstacles and advantages for people involved in the project; and to suggest the results of this
research to the Bank of Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperatives to provide information of
public policy administration. The subjects were purposively selected from the population and
consisted of 397 people in the study area. This is 99.25% from the overall sample of 400 people.
The study revealed that most people agreed with debt moratorium for small-scale farmers’ project
as follows.

1) People agreed with the government approach for debt moratorium and debt burden
reduction in debt moratorium for small-scale farmers’ project. They believed that it could
improve liquidity for small-scale farmers’ careers. Therefore, the farmers could put down more
capital in the new jobs, and also pay towards other source(s) of debt, which has brought about
better mind and spirit in their career.

2) People agreed with the Government sector in terms of supporting career restoration
of small-scale farmers under the debt moratorium for small-scale farmers’ project. They believed

that career restoration of small-scale farmers under the debt moratorium for small scale farmers’
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project can generatc morce income from the farmers® work. Farmers can access new sources of
income from their side line career which helps them to gain more productivity in both quantity
and effectiveness. Morcover, it can assist farmers to produce houschold materials or agricultural
products, hence, production cost has been reduced. The farmers, in addition, spent their time with
uscful activities. The union bond has strengthened and working as a team has been promoted,
therefore, a better economy and standard of living for farmers® families were indicated as a result.

3) People believed that the project of debt moratorium for small-scale farmers has
advantages for community economies. In their opinion, the project led to more expenditure in the
community which, in turn, stimulates an increase of community economic activities. Moreover,
the project can reduce involvement of independence unorganized loan sources and enhance
community potentiality with regard to the village revolving fund for one Tambon one product
project. It had effect on a better statement of village people’s bank project.

4) People agreed that the debt moratorium for small-scale farmers’ project has a
benefit to the country’s economy as a whole. In their opinion, the project led to the reduction of
NPL (Non-Performing Loans), and an increase of national income. Also, the farmers had more
ability to pay for taxes.

5) People agreed that the debt moratorium for small-scale farmers’ project has a
positive effect on the society. They belicved that the project reduced crime, unemployment
problems and improved living standard of the community. Overall, people thought that it was a
very useful project.

6) In terms of the relationship between people socio-economic characteristics and
attitudes towards the debt moratorium for small-scale farmers’ project, the result of the
assumption test found that people’s economic characteristics, particularly inéome differentiation,
has significant effects on attitude towards debt moratorium for small-scale farmers’ project. On
the other hand, career and debt differentiation have no significant effect on attitude towards the
debt moratorium for small-scale farmers’ project. However, age and marital status differentiation

do not have a significant effect on the attitude towards the debt moratorium for small-scale

farmers’ project.
