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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were fto : 1) describe personal, economic and social
characteristics of these Pakakeyore tnbesmen in Mae Spok Royal Project Development Center in
Chiang Mai ; 2) recognize these tribesmen’s raethods in forest resource management; and
3) specify the problems and obstacles effecting on forest resource management of this tribe. The
samples were 105 heads of household living in Mae Spok Royal Project Development Center.
The data were collected between January 1o November 2005 by means of questionnaires and
analyzed by the SPSS/PC program.

It was found that most respondents werc male with their average age of 43 years and
Buddhists. Therc were, on average, four persgns in each family. The majority of respondents
interviewed were uneducated farmers and each family held, on average, 8 rai in reserved forest.
However, they had not document of right. Most respondents had lived in this village since they
were borm and had experience in forest resource minagement.

Concerning the tribesmen’s methods in fo-est resource managament, it was found that the
village committee or villagers had roles in maint: ining forest resources around their viilage and
noticed the importance of villager participation such as firebreak making. afforestation and forest
ordaining. They also had role in establishing the rules for community forest conservation. It was
found that community forest resources were used in religicus ritual inherited from their ancestors.
The purpose of this ritual conceming the villager:” belief in worshiping spirits and jungle spirits
was to inform the sacred spirits to protect forest, animals, and human beings that lived in the

village to be bountiful. Also, it was found that community reaped the benefit of forest rescurce
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management. This meant that the way of living < [ people in the community depended on forest.
At present forest resource management was still done. It was showed that government and
private organizations such as sub-district management organization, Royal Project Foundation,
and Forestry Department supporied forest resource maintenance anc community potentiality-
training and observation concerning forest resourc:: managerment.

On problems and obstacles about forest resource management, it was found that some
villagers lacked of customs and culture. Community development caused benefits as well as
effects on their way of life; therefore, the way of community life changed according to new
innovation and without considering old Jocal wisdom. As a result, the customs were not used like

in the past.
