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The present study examined the organization, swine feeding and idea about livestock
insurance of the members of Ratchaburi Livestock Production Cooperatives Ltd. The studies
found that Ratchaburi Livestock Production Cooperatives Ltd. arose from the gather of farmers
who raised pigs in Ratchaburi province. These farmers lacked money to accumulate the capital in
an affordable interest rate for expenditure. The Cooperatives was registered on 17 April 1997
with 39 members. Presently there are 55 members. 24 members had given the membership up.
However there were 31 members who still raised the pigs. The members of the community
included of 7 Board of Directiors 1 auditor and 1 accountant. In 2000 — 2003, the operation lost
profits. From the account perspective, current liability was more than current asset and still
continue to lose. The cause of loss was wrong accouting that affected errors in merchandising and
on the recession of the business. For the ideas of insurance, the committee realized that the
livestock insurance and ready — to - buy insurance and share - holder with the insurance company
included every types of Cooperatives with Bank for Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperatives
(BAAC).

By studying about swine feeding and idea about livestock insurance of the members of
Ratchaburi Livestock Production Cooperative, Ltd., it was found that swine feeding had high
risks to get the epidemic. In general, it dramatically affected the economic system. The
Ratchaburi Livestock Production Cooperative, Ltd. had 31 members. They fed an average of
531.72 pigs each. The cost of production was 4,438.81 baht per pig. The total cost was around
73,166,325 baht which was quite large if damage occurred, if the government could not help there

in time and if the revenues could pay off the debts. Some members gave up and changed the job.

According to the study, the members realized that the livestock insurance should be done based
on production cost, especially the damage from epidemic, droughts, floods, windstorms and fires.
However, the members were willing to insure their own livestock insurance. Therefore, they
needed some partial subsidies of insurance premium from the government sector. Finally, they
recognized that the government or the Bank for Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperatives
(BAAC) should be insurers of the above mentioned damages.
