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Abstracts

The objectives of this research were to evaluate the elements of the curriculum, the

effectiveness of performance management program and assess the achievement of the
course. Collected data from 30 committee and instructors in 14 programs, 49 preceptors from
training school. Students who were enrolled in the first semester of the academic year 2011.
Bachelor of education program 767 students and the other bachelor of 216 students, the total
were 983 students. The data was collected by using 6 sets of questionnaire. Analysis of data
by average, standard deviation, and content analysis.

The research results were as follows :

1. Elements of the curriculum. The three groups were express their opinions about
the purpose of the curriculum at a high level by overall (Y =3.91) to (Y = 4.26). The committee
and instructors were express their opinions about the structure of the curriculum and course
content. at a high level by overall (Y = 3.87). 9in 11 of bachelor of education program students
were express their opinions at a high level by overall (Y= 3.52) to (= 3.84), and 2 in 3 of other
bachelor of program students were express their opinions at a moderate level by overall (Y=
3.26) and (Y= 3.33). About the use of the educational resources, the committee and Instructors,
and students were seen as moderate level (Y =3.02) and (Y = 3.47).

2. Performance management program. The committee and instructors were express their
opinions about the participation in the preparation of management plans at a moderate level (Y =
3.27), about quality of design education at a high level (Y= 3.72) ,and about organization of
teaching and learning at a moderate level (Y= 3.12). The committee and instructors, were
express their opinions about the course focuses on learning and authentic assessment at high
level (Y= 4.09) and students were too (Y= 3.65). An experience in practicum courses of 4-5
students year in bachelor of education program. Students and preceptors were express their
opinions about the prepared of subject before internship course at high level (Y= 3.55) and
(Y = 4.08). Then the 3 groups were express their opinions about the practice of internship course
at high level (X = 3.52) to ( X =4.22).

3. The achievement of the course about the learning outcome that based on, Thai
qualifications framework of bachelor of education program. The students in 5th year were express
their opinions about learning outcome at high level by overall (Y= 4.05), and at high level in all
aspects. The same highest from six aspects were about moral and ethical, and interpersonal skills
and responsibilities at high level (Y= 4.15).And the lowest was about learning skills, numerical

analysis, communication and information technology at a moderate level (Y = 3.90).
