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Abstract TE 1 451 08

This study aimed to survey the attitude of fishery entrepreneurs in Samut Sakhon
province towards overseas fishery in Indonesia. The samples consisted of 50 fishery
entrepreneurs who conducted overseas fishery in Indonesia. Questionnaires were used to collect
data and the data was analyzed by descriptive statistics including frequency, percentage and
mean.

The majority of the samples were male, age between 41-50 years old, education Icvel
was diploma. Their businesses had no forcign partnership and most of them were private
businesses. Each had owned one or two ships and had no reefer carrier. Their business
experiences in overseas fishery in Indonesia were in the range of 11 to 15 years.

In the knowledge factor, it was found that the knowledge of the samples was in a
high level. They had knowledge about cost of fishing operation, basic infrastructurcs, hidden cost
(extra cost), crews, rigid conditions in the agreement between Thai fishermen and Indonesian
agent, fishery products prices and finance in a high level. Moreover, it was found that they had
knowledge about the international marine law and the Thai fishery law in a low level. In addition,
it was revealed that the small, medium and large scale fishery entrepreneurs had knowledge in the
total view in a high level.

Regarding the satisfaction factor, it was found that the samples had overall
satisfaction in a low level. They were satisfied with the basic infrastructures in a high level.
However, they were satisfied with the rigid conditions in the agreement between Thai fishermen
and Indonesian agent, the international marine law and the Thai fishery law, cost of fishing
operation, finance, fishery products price, crews, and hidden cost (extra cost) in a low level. In
addition, the study revealed that the small, medium and large scale fishery entrepreneurs had
average satisfaction in a low level.

Regarding the behavior factor, the samples conducted their business operation with
cost control by reducing expenses, employing only Thai crews, setting selling price by fish
merchant, and getting loan from financial institutes. Considering the problems in l;asic
infrastructures, especially in jetties, fish markets, shop yards, the samples allowed the existing
situations without taking any action. Most of the samples obeyed the Thai fishery law, the
international marine law, and the Indonesian common law. Moreover, they were strictly
conducted the rigid conditions in the agreement between Thai fishermen and Indonesian agent.
Most of the samples paid extra cost for convenience, fastness and safety for their ships.

About future operation tendency of the samples, most samples would obeyed the
international marine law, the Thai fishery law and the rigid conditions in the agreement between

Thai fishermen and Indonesian agent in a high level.
