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This thesis attempts, firstly, to study the concept of parents’

responsibilities and child rights; and secondly, to study moral views on the violation| .
of the child rights.

The research was carried out in two ways, using documentary research and
field research, which consist of analyzing the data gathered from questionnaires with

a sampling group of 400 parents living in the Bangkok Metropohtan Area. The
percentile analysis is applied to this research.

The results of the documentary research show that child rights and
parents’responsibilities are related in the sense that child rights trigger parents’moral
responsibilities. The child rights violation problems can be classified into four types:
1) physical abuse 2) emotional abuses 3) phys:ca‘. neglect 4) sexual abuse. In terms of
child rights violations, they are found mostly in nuclear families and the causes of]
child rights violations can be classified into three main reasons: 1) Parents or adults
who lack knowledge, understanding, and skills needed for taking care of the child.
2) The child who is undesirable to his/her unmarried parent. 3) The impact of the

environment around the child, such as cultural and moral traditions, including
economic and social pressure.

Having conducted field research, the researcher found that the test takers
answered the questionnaire with clear views on their responsibilities, but they have
some concepts which tend to violate child rights as well. In particular, males are more
likely to violate children than females. Older adults are more likely to violate the

child’s rights. The higher the levels of education are in adults, the more opportunities
are opened for the child to obtain his/her rights.

It can be concluded that protection of child rights will be achieved by
establishing the right views and providing knowledge to parents. By this way, parents
will be aware of the existing child rights and their responsibilities for the child. In

addition, they are to prepare the surroundings, so that they meet the child’s and
family’s needs.
