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The purpose of this research is to study the level of the perception of heads of
family in a handicraft community regarding educational management participation and to
study the relationship between the perception of heads of family in the handicraft
community (dependent variable) and indepentdent variables such as sex, age, level of
education, main occupation, economic status, the time stayed in the are, the distance from
home to school, relationships between the school and community, and attitude towards
school and information sources. The data collected by questionnaire. The sample population
was 136 heads of family in the handicraft community. The daia was analyed by frequency,

percentage and chi - square.

The results of this research found that the sample population groups had a low
level of educational namangement participation. The factors relaied to with the perceptions
about the educational management participation were level of education,  information
source, the relationship between the schoo! and community and attitude towards the school.
The factors not related to perceptions about . educational management participation were
Sex, age, main occupation, economic status, the time stayed in the area, and the distance

from home to school.
