The objective of this study was to investigate the quality of life of investigative
police at the Division 9 Metropolitan. Seven factors of quality of life were used as the
framework of study. The study factors included levels of quality of life and relations between
factors and methods to develop the quality of life. The study population was 142 investigative
police. A set questionnaire for data collection was administered by the researcher. Data was
analysed using descriptive statistics : frequency, percentage, mean (X) , standard deviation

(S.D.) and Correlation.

The Result of this study found that most of the investigative police have a quality
of life at the medium level. The classification of each factor illustrated that they had a medium
level in the dimension of living surroundings, health, family relationships, recreation, life
success, work condition and mental development. Analysis of the relationships between the
factors found that age, education, income, caring for members at the family and house
ownership were related to positive quality of life. Marital status and age of working were not
related to quality of life. ON development of the quality of life, they gave priority the
following : work conditions, family relationships, mentai development, health, living

surroundings, life success and recreation.

The Recommendations concerning working condition should be considered,
autonomy in work, and education should be given and training so they can improve in their '

work.
