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The purpose of this quasi-experimental research was to determine the results of
health education program on amphetamine abuse preventive behavior among prathomsuksa 5
students in Bangkok . The Protection Motivation Theory was applied for formulating the
health education program. Eighty students who participated in the health education program
were assigned to the experimental group, while the other 80 students were assigned to the
comparison group. Data were collected using a questionnaire before the interventions, after
the interventions and after the program from January - March 2001. Statistical analysis was
performed by using frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, paired t-test and

independent t-test.

Results revealed that after the program, the experimental group had significantly
better perception of the severity and susceptibility of amphetamine abuse, and showed more
self-efficacy expectancy, response efficacy, intention and better behavior to avoid

amphetamine abuse than before the program and the comparison group.
