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ABSTRACT TE136066

An anthropological study of the deaf people discloses that those members of the society
carry their own language and culture; their life style differs from that of the general public. And that
leads to a science of the Deaf so called the study . A study of holiday time spending behavior of deaf
of Bangkok is a part of the research project of the Deaf Study .The objective is to study the life style of
deaf of Bangkok in how they spend their time, and leisure on holiday whether it differs from that of
general public. Apart from a reflection on time spending proposition is also given on how deaf people
may handle their holidays the most efficiently and in harmony with their life style.

This research is field study of deaf of Bangkok without limitations of age or sex, a total
of 119 samples. Interview and behavior observation forms are used for data collection while well
trained rescarch assistants , being equipped with sign language take on the collection part. Venues are
those where the deaf in Bangkok choose to meet and spend time together such as shopping centers,
market of the deaf at Silom, the Chamber of the Deaf of Thailand , educational institutes for the deaf etc.
Data analysis are conveyed on Spss for Windows program . Statistics being applied in data analysis are
descriptive ones, percentage, average, standard deviation, Chi-square statistic, Pearson r, Spearman rank

correlation , Lambda coefficient and, Gamma values. The result of research is presented in the form of

description.

The result of the study declares that deaf of Bangkok Metropolitan have one or two
holidays per week . Their activities on those days include personal work, house work , study, job, social
and religious activities and leisure; the most popular ones being personal work, leisure and house work.
Two thirds of them prefer leisure, both at home and outside. The activities being engaged at home are
respectively following : watching T.V, talking, reading a variety of books, hobbies, sitting or lying in
repose, VDO watching, games, socializing, exercising and watching matches. As for the activities being
engaged outside of home, here follow the ones in order of preference: window shopping at department
stores, meeting with friends, playing sports, watching movies, visiting relatives, taking food and dancing .
Men play sports, meet with friends, window shop and watch movies more often while women prefer
leisure at home such as talking together, reading a variety of books and hobbies . A fact has been found
that deaf enjoy activities outside of home more than the general public. The activities they prefer are
also different : an out standing number of 89.6 per cent of the general public spend free time for watching
T.V. and 44 per cent listening to radio and tape cassette while only 52.1 per cent of the deaf watch T.V.
and no one listens to radio or tape cassette. Deaf spend free time outside of home window shopping at
department stores more than any other activities while the general public choose to do sporting. An out
standing number of 77.8 per cent of the deaf meet with friends on holidays with no difference in terms
of sex, age or marital status, while the percentage of the general public doing this activity is very much
lower. Each deaf meeting take§ at least 5.6 hours and the reasons are for talking , taking food, doing
other activities such as sports, games, waiching T.V. etc. Meeting friend is as good for socializing for the

deaf as for letting out pressure from daily life communications and for changing of information among

their own community.
