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ABSTRACT
This research studied factors of female prisoners who have committed crimes
against the body. Data was collected from 120 female prisoners admitted to four
correction Institutes in various parts of Thailand. A questionnaire was used to collect
data which was the statistically analyzed. The results of the study are summarized
below.

1. Social Background. It was found that most samples admitted to the
Correction Institute had domicile in Bangkok and provinces. The two largest age
groups were aged 15-24 years and 40-55 years at the time of the offense. Most had
acquired primary level education and were most commonly laborers. They were
mostly married.

2. The parents of most samples lived separately and were always quarrelling.

3. Most samples earned 3,001-6,000 bath and theirs parents earned more than
15,001 bath

4. Most offences of sampling were unintentional crimes against the body.

5. They had different social backgrounds at the time of offense, most were
working but had thievish behavior.

In this investigation, the researcher conducted a specific study. Therefore it is
recommended that broader research be conducted in future to make use of the findings

in the prevention of crimes against body
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
