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ABSTRACT

This thesis is both quantitative research, conducted to study the level of popularity
and organizational factors influencing the popularity of members of the National Economic
and Social Advisory Council (NESAC) on national administration policies, and qualitative
research to study the correlation between the model of good characteristics of public
policies and the government’s most popular administration policies. This research,
furthermore, is carried out to study how the emphasis on national administration policies of
the NESAC members and Thai governments correlates to the fundamental state policies of
the Thai constitution of 1997 and to recommend good policies that the government should
stipulate as its national administration policies.

Questionnaires are used as the research instrument to collect data from 99 NESAC
members. The data was then analyzed by frequency value, percentage, mean value, S.D,
and examined for influencing factors by the use of multiple regression analysis.

The findings show that the popularity of the NESAC members on national
administration policies is in the moderate level, and organizational factors have
insignificant differences on the popularity on national administration policies. The most
correlated policy to the model of good characteristics of public policies is the foreign
relation policy. The emphasis on national administration policies of the NESAC members
and the government relates to the fundamental state policy of the Thai constitution 1997.
Most of the NESAC members also recommend good national administration policies,
divided into 7 aspects, that the government should stipulate for national administration
policies. The researcher divided the recommendations from the study into two parts. The
first part is the NESAC members’ recommendations divided into 7 aspects, that the
government should stipulate for national administration policies. The second part is the
researcher’s recommendations on the national administration policies in political,
governmental and administrative reform policies with regard to good characteristics
identified by the researcher, in this study. The government should stipulate national
administration policies in accordance with the fundamental state policies especially section
72, 73, 77, 81, 86 and 87 of the constitution of 1997. For further study, the practice of
national administration policies of different governments and comparative research on
national administration policies should be conducted.
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
