ABSTRACT

The research objective was to explore the socio-cultural aspect of the Awe la on
melodies lullaby of the Yong people in Lamphun province, Thailand.
Ethnomusicology method was in the study. Information was obtained and gatherced
from field work interviews, observations, recordings and related documents.

The study found that Aue la on is divided into 2 melody groups: Aue melody
and Garp melody. Moreover, it was found that Sig jun ja song is also a lullaby song in
Yong socio-culture. Aue la on songs are used in Yong society in many ceremonies
dealing with animism and Buddhism. It was also found that they are influenced by
Lanna folklore that popularly uses Kham-Ham prosody in Aue melodies and Sig jun ja
songs, thus Garp melody popularly uses Kaow prosody. The melodic lines were found
to be in both thirdless with major sixth pentatonic scales and in major pentatonic
scales. The range is usually within the eighth interval. The melodic shape and melodic
direction is usually in conjunct motion, with disjunct motion in third intervals in minor
scales, fourth and fifth perfect intervals. Ornamentation usually utilizes grace note
techniques. The melodic lines are often allotted to traditional Yong verbal
performance, which uses rising tone to a great degree.

The socio-cultural role of Aue la on in Lamphun province is reducing In
importance everyday because of the development of the life style of Yong people in
Lamphun province and the influence from other stronger cultures on Yong culture
such as Central Thai culture. In present days, most Yong people can hardly sing Aue
la on songs and elders have forgotten some part of the lyric or even hardly memorize
these songs. Therefore, it is appropriate to setup a specific organization to preserve
Yong culture.
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
