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The purpose of this research was to study factors related to marital stability of
marriage couples with a minimum of 20 years of marriagé in Bangkok metropolis. The
participants were 330 persons all of whom were of Thai nationality. These couples consisted
of both legal and illegal marriage aged 40-60 years, and have been married at least (more
than) 20 years. The subjects were selected by purposive sampling technique. Factors
related to marital stability were personality types, first aged married, parental status, time
spent as couples before marriage, education, couples sense of acceptance, good
communication, partnerships, family structure, social influence, and influence from important
supporters. A self-administered 7 parts questionnaire was used in this study. The data were
analyzed according to descriptive statistics and stepwise multiple regression analysis.

The finding of the study revealed that factors significantly related to marital stability
were couples sense of acceptance, partnerships, neuroticism-stability, social influence, and
influence from important supporters (p < 0.05). Those factors could predict marital stability
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
