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Abstract

This research aimed to study factors related to abortion and unwanted pregnancy, and to
compare such factors so as to pfopose findings to solve abortion problems. Data was collected
from 269 mothers with unwanted pregnancies. Statistical applications were percentage, mean,
standard deviation and logistic regression analysis.

Most pregnant mothers with unwanted pregnancies were 15 to 20 years old, educated in
primary and junior secondary levels, and resided in the Bangkok region. Most were students
earning less than 5,000 Baht per month, unmarried and had never had children before. For most,
this was their first pregnancy. They resided with their lovers.

Factors that had difference were the adviser are born the making a decision , in
unwanted pre’énant mothers who decided to aborted , received an advice from a friend , while ,
women who decided continues pregnant mothers, decided with oneself. Another factor was
the sense of takihg assistance to help, in women who decided to aborted, no take the
assistance as , while , women who decided continues pregnant mothers, had help from an
institute that work to help unwanted pregnant mothers or from their parent.

Test of hypothesés applying the Logistic Regression Analysis, the factors encouraged
to abortion were staining , learning , having hélps , and the adviser were born the making a
decision. 4 factors were predicting making to abortions, by statistical significance at 0.05
levels that possibility of taking abortion is at 37.4%.

It is recommended that creating consciousness in societal institutions, i.e. family,
emphasizing values, time spent for family, and educational institutions should accentuate
knowledge and understanding while the government agencies should prioritize family planning,

establishing social services and campaigning to prevent immature sex.
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
