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 ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the process of measurement and
evaluation of elementary music teachers that belong to Bangkok Metropolis. The
research involved analysis of development, selection and use of suitable
instruments. Measurement and evaluation of training used survey research and data
analyzed were percentage, mean and standard deviation. The participants are 86
elementary music teachers of Mahasawat and Krungthonburi areas, belonging to
Bangkok Metropolis. The questionnaire, with 1-5 Likert’s scale questions multiple
choice items and open ended questions, was used for data analysis. Research found
that in most teachers an understanding of the importance of measurement and
evaluation-was at a high level, (X = 3.85). Most teachers’understanding of the
creation and development of measurement and evaluation gained an average level,
(X = 3.45). Most teachers used a variety of instruments depending on selection and
the suitability of content, for testing each musical skill. Regarding problems and
barriers to measurement and evaluation, most teachers didn’t graduate in a music
field, so they weren’t experienced in developing instruments to measure and
evaluate musical skills; moreover, they had many more duties. Generic teachers
need musical skills measurement and evaluation training to gain more knowledge in
order to actually implement testing more effectively. When comparing the gender
and experience of the teachers to the opinion emphasized on the importance of
measurement and evaluation it was found that gender and experience of teacher
had no significance. When comparing gender and music teaching experience of
teachers to the understanding of development of instruments for measurement and
evaluation it was found that the gender and music teaching experience of teachers
again had no significance.
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
