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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were; 1) to study and compare the process and
problems concerning the implementation of sufficiency economic policy in pilot
schools in Bangkok; 2) to compare the findings of the research with the actual process
of Office of the Permanent Secretary, Ministry of Education; 4) to propose some ways
for schools which are interested in this policy implementation. The sample included 8
administrators and 197 teachers in Surasak Montri School, Rajanivit Mothayom
School, and Phraram 9 Kanchanapisek School, Bangkok, Thailand.

The results first showed that the process of implementing sufficiency
economic policy starts with a board meeting where administrators determine policy,
improve personnel and public relations, adapt structure, improve curriculum,
determine teachings, adjust the atmosphere, and evaluate. Secondly, all problems
concerning implementation of this policy on an overall scale and individual level are
small-scale problems. Thirdly, the research process is similar to the method used in
the Office of the Permanent Secretary except for, in the schools, parents’ participation
in an important part of the process. Also, the process of policy implementation is
similar for all schools. However, when comparing the problems among three schools,
we can see Rajavinit Mothayom School experiences the least amount of problems,
followed by Surasak Montri School and then Phraram9 Kanchanapisek School. In
addition, while considering issues on an individual scale concerning policy factor,
Phraram 9 Kanchanapisek School is different from the others; regarding resources,
there are differences among the three schools. Concerning administrators, structure
and environment, and related supporting factor, Rajavinit Mothayom had different
opinions from the others. Proposals from this research are such that schools should
consider its context before implementing policy, and administrators should play a key
role. Cooperation should be encouraged in order to determine activities for which
results can be evaluate, and schools should create motivation and coordinate with
| parents and external institutions, etc.
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
