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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research were to 1) study the emotional quotient of the
primary school administrators and the teachers under the Singburi Primary Educational
Service Area Office; and 2) compare the emotional quotient of school administrators
and teachers under the Singburi Primary Educational Service Area Office classified by
gender, age, education, work position, work experience, health and school size. The
research sample was calculated by using the Yamane’s formula and drawn by stratified
random sampling to obtain 90 school administrators and 210 teachers under the
Singburi Primary Educational Service Area Office, in the academic year 2014. Data
was collected by a five level rating scale questionnaire with the reliability of 0.928. Data
were analyzed to calculate percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, one way
ANOVA and Scheffe’s method.

The findings were as the followings:

1. The emotional quotient of the school administrators and the teachers under
Singburi Primary Educational Service Area Office was rated at a high level, ranging in
descending order as follows: self-awareness, self-motivation, empathetic understanding,
social skill and learning, and self-regulation.

2. The emotional quotient of the primary school administrators and the teachers
under Singburi Primary Educational Service Area Office classified by work position had
different significantly statistic at .05. However, when classified by gender, age,

education, work position, health and school size had not different.
