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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the study are to investigate the effects of personal background
factors of the inmates and the characteristics of obscene media consumption on the rape
myth acceptance and expression of sexual aggression of the inmates. The samples of the
study are 225 male inmates sentenced for sexual offenses in Nakhorn Pathom Provincial
Prison, Thailand. The statistical methods used are percentage, average, standard deviations,
Analysis of Variance and Multiple Classification Analysis.

The majority of the inmates are age under 35 years old, educated at primary
school level, are not married, have an average income below 6,000 baht per month, had first
exposure to obscene media between 11 and 14 years old, and have been sentenced for youth
sexual harassment accusations.

The types and characteristics of regular obscene media consumed by the inmates
have an affect on the rape myth acceptance and sexual aggression of the inmates.

The personal background factors of the inmates have a relationship with the
personal rape myth acceptance and offeses concerning sexual aggression at a 0.05
statistically significant level.

The types of regular obscene media consumed by the inmates have a relationship
with the personal rape myth acceptance and sexual aggression at a 0.05 statistically
significant level.

The characteristics of regular obscene media consumed by the inmates have a
relationship with the personal rape myth acceptance and sexual aggression at a 0.05
statistically significant level.

Recommendations:

1. There should be clear and prompt family planning for parents to be morality
aware of the importance of establishing good relations within their families and fostering
family members, which can help prevent social problems.

2. The prison should help the communities understand problems so that they may
accept the ex-offenders in to the communities and enable them to re-intregrate as good
membets of the communities.

3. There should be arrangement of instruction of morality and ethics prior to
inmate release to aid adjustment and follow-up of behavior post release
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
