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- ABSTRACT

This research is a quantitative research aims to study the musical
competencies of students studying the bachelor of music program in Rajabhat
universities in Bangkok, thailand. The data is from 80 fourth year students. The
instrument is the rating scale type questionnaire, with a reliability of 0.96 Mean and
standard deviation are used for data analysis. One-way variable value is used for data
comparison.

The results are:

1. The musical competencies in the musical basic theory of the students in
Bansomdejchaopraya Rajabhat University and Chandrakasem Rajabhat University are
at a high level. The musical competencies in the musical basic theory. of the students
in Suan Sunandha Rajabhat University and Phranakorn Rajabhat University are at an
average level.

2. The musical competencies in the musical practice of the students in 4
Rajabhat universities are at an average level. Only the students in Chandrakasem
Rajabhat University are at a high level.

3. The musical competencies in the music management of the students in
Bansomdejchaopraya Rajabhat University and Chandrakasem Rajabhat University are
at a high level. The musical competencies in the music management of the students in
Suan Sunandha Rajabhat University and Phranakorn Rajabhat University are at an
average level. L.

4. The musical competenc1es in musical technology of the students in Suan
Sunandha Rajabhat University and Chandrakasem Rajabhat University are at a high
level. The musical competencies in musical technology of . the students in
Bansomdejchaopraya Rajabhat University and Phranakorn Rajabhat University are at
an average level.

5. There is no significant different in the musical competencies of the students
in different Rajabhat universities

6. When analyzing each musical competency, students in dlfferent Rajabhat
universities have no difference in their musical competencies. Only the musical

competencies in musical technology show a statistically significant difference (p =
0.004)
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
