The purposes of this study were 1) to study attitudes of the parliamentary members
toward drug enforcement policy of the Thai-Myanmar border, and 2) to study impacts of drug
enforcement policy problem of the Thai-Myanmar border on the Thai-Myanmar relationship.
Data were collected from the parliamentary members by questionnaires that were created from
the purposes. The 195 questionnaires were divided into 2 groups, 96 senators and 99
representatives. Data were analyzed by accumulate frequency, percent, mean, and standard
deviation. Differences between their attitude levels were analyzed by covarian analysis. The
results revealed that

1. The attitudes of the parliamentary members toward drug enforcement policy of the
Thai-Myanmar border were at not high level or not sure level. But the mean of attitudes of the
senator group was significantly lower than those of representative group.

2. The parliamentary members were not sure whether the drug enforcement policy
problems of the Thai-Myanmar border had any impact on the Thai-Myanmar relationship. Most
of the senators showed that these problems had impact on the Thai-Myanmar relationship. But
most of the representatives showed that these did not have impact.

These results indicate that the way to promote Thai-Myanmar relationship should start
from local members who have respectability, honesty, and collaboration in improving problems.

The case of rupture should review their histories properly and should not depend on the powerful

country too much. The members should coordinate the utility project setting, for example, project

about human rights, cultural art and education.
