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This was a descriptive study aimed to study and evaluate the curriculum of Master
of Science (Public Health) Progrmme in Family Health in the aspect of social need and
expectation to the competence of the graduates. The study consisted of 3 aspects including
the successfulness of the graduates in their carrier, interesting of the studied subjects to
continue the higher level of education such as Master or Doctoral Degrees and the impact
of the new curriculum special program The three groups of studied samples consist of the
graduates of the Master of Science (Public Health) Progrmme in Family Health
curriculum, the graduates’ work supervisors and the related group of persons those whose
work need the knowledge of family health such as those who work in the colleges,
universities and either government or non-government organizations. The studied tool
was the interview forms and questionnaire consisted of the check list and open-end type
of questions. The collected data were analyzed and presented as percentage, mean and
standard deviation. Most of the graduates found in this study were female (96.6 %)
94.9 % of the graduates work in the government sector. About half of them (51.0 %) had
the opportunity in participating in any research projects in their workplace. About 7 % of
the graduates have been continued the higher level of education. Most of the graduates
agree with the new curriculum of Doctoral degrees which has been planed to open. One of
the reasons for this agreement was because of the curriculum in family health involved in
the improvement of quality of life among human being from birth to death. Through the
evaluation of satisfaction of the graduates’ work supervisors on the graduates’
competence or quality, 94.3 % satisfied with the academic competence, 88.6 % with the
moral and 84.2 % with the good relationship and self control of the graduates. 72.9 % of
the graduates agree with the new curriculum special program as its weekend course of
schedule will give the opportunity for those who want to continue the higher level of
education. The evaluation of the need for the continuation on Master degree showed that
88.1 % interested to continue on Master Degree. About 65.1 % of them interested in the
major field of medical science and public health. 85.1 % interested in the new curriculum
of Master Degree special program although it might have some impact to their work and
financial status (55.6 %). 55.2 % of them indicated that the main reasons for the decision
to continue their higher level of education were the usefulness or benefits of the
knowledge to their work. In conclusion, most of the graduates had the great improvement
in their carrier. They could integrate the knowledge they have got to their work
appropriately. The new curriculum of Doctoral degrees in Family Health should be
considered to open for those who are interest to continue in the higher level of education.
