The objectives of this research were to find out the personal and socio-economic
status including related factors that contribute to the success of community forest management
together with problems and obstacles in community forest management. Data collected came
from questionnaires using 97 samples and analyzéd statistically i.e., mean, weight mean score and
Chi- Square test.

Results of the study showed that most of the respondents were female, primary
school graduates, with average age of 40 years, married, had four household members, and had an
average farm size of 2 rai. Most of them were hired laborers and farmers with an average annual
income of 25,500 baht. The respondents also had the high level for using the community forest
especially as source of food, herbs and for relaxation. They had various ways of using the
community forest (47.13%) and had a good attitude in agreement with the use of community
forest management. Most respondents believed in forest spirits and joined in religious rites to
please the spirits so they take care of Baan Pae forest.

As for participation in community forest management to indicate the success of
Baan Pae community forest management, results showed that the farmers had a high level of
participation which mostly came from joining in community forest, cleanliness drive,
reforestation during special days and eliminating forest fires. However, respondents had low
levels of participation in setting-up laws and regulations, supervising the forest, joining meetings

and in conceptualizing methods to maintain the community forest. Further results showed that

factors that influenced the success of community forest management of Baan Pae included
marriage status, number of household members, beneficial use of the forest, attitude towards
community forest management, beliefs and receiving information on community forest
information. Meanwhile, factors such as gender, age, educational level, occupation, and income
of respondents were found to be not related to their participation in Baan Pac community forest
management.
This research is recommending that 1) villagers should really participate in Baan
Pae community forest management as practitioners and leaders and not as followers only. 2) The
Tambon Administration Organization of Oon Tai Subdistrict community should have a good and
optimistic attitude to community forest to affect participation and eventual success in community
forest management. And, 3) the Tambon Administration Organization of Oon Tai Subdistrict or
other related community organization, should undertake reforestation activities by planting trees
for consumption, herbs and rehabilitation because Baan Pae community was found to have gained

much benefits from planting those trees.
